As ho
puts it, he Is ready to speak "whar-
over an audience can be found to wel-
coma peace and promote the realiza-
tion of tho brotherhoed of man.*

“Having heard of the numerous or-
ganizationg In this country for peaco
and arbitration, and because of my
groat interest in thess subjects, I have
come hore,” sald Abdul Baha, “to ad-
voeate human solldurity. That Is tha
hasls of my teachings. All natlons and
nll religions mny become united by
that unity. Perfect peace might reign
ameng them. BSirlfe and animosity
are due to misunderatandings. 1f
those d d bo r d,
then unity ean be accomplished. All
of tha prophota of God were manifes-
tations of truth and reality, but be-
cfuse imitations have crept Into re-
liglons division and misunderstand-
ings have resulted.

TITANIC SINKS AFTER COLLISION;
E IS APPALLING

OF L

Leviathan Sinks After. Hitting
Iceberg, Garrying Down fo
Death Probably 1,500

New York, April 16—~The greatest
marine disastor in the history of the
world occurred last Sunday night
when the Titanle of the White Star
line, the bizgest and fnest of steam-
ships, shattered horself agalnst an
dcoborg and sank with 1,600 of her
passengere and crow In less than

{four hours.

Out of nearly 2,200 persons that she
earried only 676 wero saved and most
of thome wers women and children.
‘They were pleked up from amall boats
by the Cunarder Carpathia, which
found when she ended her desperate
Tace against time, a sea strewn with
tha wreckage of the lost ship and the
bodles of the drowned men and wo-
men.

Staggering In the lco fleld into which
ahe had driven at great speed the
Titanle sped eall after call to the
hurrying linors of the upper roads—
the Cunarder Carpathia, the Virginian
and the Parisiun of the Allon line, tha
great Baltle, the Good Samaritan of
the Atlantle and the big Germans that
wera plowlpg thelr way betwoen con-
tinents.

Wireless Summonu.

from the Titanle was she was sinking
Then the sparking became fainter and
finally died out.

It was this ominous sllence that so
alarmed the other vessels hurrylng to
the Titanic and caused so much sus-
penglon. And in the long hours that
followed there was no explanation of
that dying away of the wircless. At
any rate the Titanie, already water
logged, her end a certaluty, was as
much cut off from the world as If sbe
were already on the ocean bottom.

The wireless has given just a hint,
@& suggestion of the joy that flashed
over the passengers of the doomed
vessel when the Carpathlan was mude
out. her llghts showing clear and
bright beyoud telds of lee peans whure

beats, wide. unsinkable, capable of re-
slsting the battering of heavy seas.
They wera capable of holding fifty
persons each. The women and chil
dren were placed In some of thess
boats, each boat in charge of an officar
of the ship Then the old men and
such of the men passengers as ware
11l or effiicted were ordered into boats
and after these had been accommodat:
ed, room was found for hundreds
more

So far as could be told from the
eEgravatingly scant wireless mes-
eages from the ghips the Tiianle
waus surrounded by threatening lee
bergs when the Carpathla blazed
through the gloom It was a long and
perilous task, but the Carpathia so
maneuvered that more than 300 of the
Titanle's passengers found thelr way
to her decks

From 400 to 1,500 Dead.
All of the early reports placed the

sbips in the nelghborbood of the T&

tanle. If, as supposed, Captain Smith
lowared his small boats soon after the
eolllslon most of the passengera and
ecrow may have been rescued, but from
the epot of the disaster, 1,000 miles to
the northenrt, such gcraps of news as
filtored through the alr Increased the
number of dend. The loss of life was
varlously reported from 400 to 1.500.

Late messages gave the fijgures at
1.600 and the idea gradually became
fixed that only the Carpathla and the
Virginian got to the Titanle In time
and that the majority of passengers
and erew had perished with the sink-
ing of the ship before the vessels ar-
rived in the lee drift.

At the ountset and until she hap-
poned on the death trap of ice on the
grand banks the Titanle voyaged
pleasantly and evenly. Ships that
spoke to her reported that she was

Suddenly the entire office force of
stenographers who had
been told to get a hasly supper and
return at once, bogan dashing off
coplez of the possenger list of the
‘Titanie.

Within a fow minutes after the first
news was flashed that tho Titanie had
sunk the (elephone awiteh of the
White Star company was choked with
calls and inquiries.

Mot Holding Back Detalls.

Viee President Franklin sald that
he had recelved no reply from wire
less messages sent In all directlons
In an effort to plek up the Olymple
and Carpathla for more details. He
insisted that he was not holding back
anything but that he was making all
newe public ns fast an he recelved It

In reply to questions Mr. Franklin
sald that the Virginlan could not have
been towing the Tianle at any tlme
because she conld not have reached
the Titanle in time. She had been
trylng In every way to get word from
the Parislan as to what they could tell
in the way of dotall= but while the
White Star agents In Halllax reported
they had used every means to com-
municate with the vessel they had
failed.

White Star Line Offices In New:
York Besieged by Anxious:
Relatives and Frignds

New York, April 10.—~The offices of
the White Stor company are overrun

with inqulirfes as to the fate of thel fo

passengers aboard the Titanie.

Colonel Astor's son Vincent, with
Colonsl Astor's secretary, W. A. Dab-
byn, and A. J. Drexel Biddie, lnquired
anxiously at the White Siar offices
but when the officlala of tha line told
the meager news they had Vincent be-
came much affected and waa weep-
ing when he left the oifice .

A score of Inquirers surrounded the
inforroation clerk at all times but they
could get no news except that the
Carpathia Is bringing 676 of the Tl
taple’s passengera,

Sylvester Hyrnes, secretary for Iga-
dor Straus, sald that Mr. Straus’ son
Horbert had left for Halifax with the
expectation of meeting his father
there.

Many women callera were anxious
for Irlends.

The White Star officlals gave out
the following siatement:

Captaln Smith Probably Went Down.

“Do you balleve that Captaln Smith
went down with the ship?” Mr. Frank-
lin was asked.

Smith I belleve that If anybody stayed
on board and went down with the ship
Captain Smith did,” replied Mr. Frank-
lin.
‘The fate of the Titanlc established
that no modern steamship is unsiok-
able and that all of a large passenger
list cannot be saved in a liner's small
boats. The White Star line belleved
that the Titanle whs practleally in-
vulnerable and Insisted untll there was
ho doubting the full extent of the
catastrophe that she could not sink.
The great ship was tho lnst word in
modern sclentific construction, but
she found the ocean floor almost as
qulckly as a wooden shlp.

TITANIC LARGEST SHIP

Malden

White Star Liner Was on
Voyage Across Ocean,

New York, April 16—~The Titanle
was the largest ship in the world. She
was of 45000 tons reglster and 66.000
tone displacement. She was B86%4
feet long end 524 feat beam. Be-
egides baving accommodations for
3,000 passengers, the ship carried a
crew of 860 men.

The Titanlc was launched st Belfast
last May and was regarded as n
marvel of size, speed, power and lux.
ury. Sho had nine decke of solidly
constructed steel. Bhe was on her
maiden voyage acrosa the Atlantle.

An idea of the Immensity of the
Titanie may be gathored from the fact
that In length she would strotch over
four eity blocks and standing on end
would be moere than 100 feet higher
than the highest bullding in New
York.

Captain Smith, who commands the
‘Tltunle, met with dieaster last Sep-
tember when he was In command of
the Olymple, the Titanle's slster ship.
The Olymplc and the Britlsh crulser
Hawke colllded while the former ves-
sel was outward bound In Cowes
Hoads. The Olymple was badly dam-
aged and was lald up for three months
for repalra.

From the beginning of the use of
vessels for tranaportation there have

boen pllote. Thus thelr calling s an
old and ons. Tho
of the Mediterranean henped high

honors upon the pliots. They wors the
richest embloms of office and thoy
wore looked upon with high esteom.
And wall that thoy wore for, even in
these doys, thers was developed tho
keen menso of commorciolimm to the
extent that a vessel would bo of 1it-
tla value wera there not someone to
gulde It through the tortuous chan-
naln and bring her and her cargo
enfely home.

Following the pifot who always
went with his ship came the dovel-
opment of the local pllot, the man
who met ahips at the entrancs to the
port and carrled them In and out
ogain. Gradually this system of lo-
cal pllotage has exponded untll now
there ls scarcely a clvillzed port In
the world where n signal from a vos-
#al will not bring out a pilot.

Grent numbaers of thess local pllots
stlll employ the most primitive moeans
of reaching shipa lying 1o the offing,
Bome of them use selllng cra.. of the
local type, while others use canoos.

Only o
coupls of years age Harvey Cunning-
ham, a Virginin pliot, risked his life
In & bolllng surf to save two sallora
aftar thelr skiff had capeised while
landing on tha boach at Cape Henry.

A month or so loter this eama man
risked not only his association's
steamer, but the lives of all on board
In rescuing the ynwl yacht Taormina
that was dragging In on the beach In
a heavy sea, On the yacht were thir-
teen men, all of whom would have un-
doubtedly been lost.

Tha Civil War practically put an
end to pliotage all along the const, for
